[ ] Assess and measure all water sources on your property

[ ] Fix leaks in tanks, pipes and taps promptly

[ ] Adopt water-saving habits indoors and outdoors

[ ] Fence off dams to protect water quality

[ ] Clear dry leaves and debris from gutters and roofs

[ ] Maintain a defendable space around buildings

[ ] Store firewood and combustibles away from homes

[ ] Keep firefighting equipment maintained and ready

[ ] Monitor weather and fire danger warnings daily

[ ] Develop and share a clear emergency and evacuation plan

[ ] Prepare an emergency kit with essentials

[ ] Ensure communication devices are charged and operational

[ ] Provide supplementary feed and water for livestock

[ ] Rotate grazing to avoid overgrazing and soil damage

[ ] Use mulching or cover crops to retain soil moisture

[ ] Register for local emergency alerts and warnings

[ ] Know safe muster points and evacuation routes

[ ] Keep records of stock, feed, and water supplies

[ ] Contact local council or agricultural departments for support

[ ] Follow advice from Fire Rescue, SES, Police and Ambulance

[ ] Call 000 immediately for life-threatening emergencies
