
Extreme Rain Driving Safety Checklist
A4 checklist â�� print and tick as you go

[ ] Check tyre tread depth meets Australian safety standards

[ ] Ensure tyre pressure is at the manufacturerâ��s recommended setting

[ ] Test windscreen wipers for effective clearing

[ ] Top up windscreen washer fluid with water or cleaning solution

[ ] Confirm all vehicle lights (headlights, indicators, brake lights) work

[ ] Carry a charged mobile phone and emergency contact numbers

[ ] Pack an emergency kit including torch, first aid, raincoat, and water

[ ] Plan your route using Bureau of Meteorology and traffic updates

[ ] Avoid driving through flooded roads or water crossings

[ ] Reduce speed significantly during heavy rain

[ ] Increase following distance to at least double normal space

[ ] Use low beam headlights for better visibility

[ ] Avoid sudden braking or steering to prevent loss of control

[ ] If hydroplaning, ease off accelerator and steer gently

[ ] Stay alert for road debris, fallen branches, or damaged surfaces

[ ] Listen to official warnings from SES, Police and Fire Rescue

[ ] Delay or cancel travel if severe weather warnings are in place

[ ] Keep seat belts fastened at all times

[ ] Inform someone of your travel plans and estimated arrival time

[ ] Park safely away from flood-prone areas if you must stop

[ ] Do not use cruise control in wet conditions
